Dear Parent(s)/ Guardian(s) and Students, 

We would like to take this opportunity to make you aware of the arrangements for the Summer 
Exams for Second Year, beginning Monday, 26th May 2025 – Friday, 30th May 2025.  
 
Please note: 

• All Students must attend school every morning for tutor time at 8:30 as normal.  

• Students must attend for exams in full uniform. PE uniform is not allowed.  

• Students who do not have an exam in the mid-morning (10:55) or afternoon (13:35), may 
go home after their morning exam of the day with Parents/Guardians permission, using the 
online permission slip. A link to this form will be texted to parents.  Only students whose 
parents have completed the online permission slip will be permitted to leave the school 
grounds.   These students should go directly home to study for their next exam. 

• The online permission slip needs to be completed by Thursday 22nd May.  

• Students who have an exam in the afternoon (13:35), but not in the mid-morning, must 
stay in school for the mid-morning period to study. 

• Students who intend staying in school for a Study period in the mid-morning or afternoon 
where they don’t have an exam later that day, should make their Year Heads aware of this. 

• A supervised study class will be available to all students where they do not have an exam. 

• Students must stay in school for the full duration of the exam/study block.   

• If a situation arises in which a student leaves the school grounds without permission, the 
normal school sanctions will apply.  

 
Exam conditions will apply at all times. Students should be prepared for each exam and have all 
their own materials . It is essential that students arrive on time to school for their exams.  A 
student that arrives late to school may not be permitted to enter the exam centre. Similarly, any 
student(s) causing disruption will be removed from the exam centre and may be required to sit 
the remainder of their exams at home.  
 
All students are required to be in full uniform for the duration of the exams. 
We would like to express our gratitude for your support as parent(s)/ guardian(s) thus far and look 
forward to continue working together with you and your son/ daughter.
