We would like to take this opportunity to inform you of the arrangements for our November 

Assessments for Sixth Year and LCA 2 students. These assessments are scheduled to take place 

from Friday, 14th of November to Friday, 21st of November 2025.  

 

Please note: 

• All students must attend school every morning on time.   

• All students must wear full LCC school uniform (jumper, tie, shirt, skirt/trousers, full black 

footwear). 

• LCA2 students will have timetabled assessments from Wednesday 19th November to Thursday 

20th  November 2025.  

• LCA2 students will follow their class timetable on Monday & Tuesday (8:40 – 15:35) and will 

participate in their work experience on Friday, November 21st, as normal. 

• LCA2 students will finish school at 12:10 on Wednesday and Thursday as per their assessment 

timetable. 

• Sixth year students must stay in school for the full duration of their exams (2 hours).  

• Sixth Year students who have an exam in the AM (8.40) and in the PM (13.35) must stay in 

school and attend the supervised study room during the MID (10.55) examination period.   

• Students who do not have an exam after lunch (13:35) can go home after the morning exam to 

study if permission is given using the online permission slip. A link to this form will be texted 

to parents. 

• It is expected that when permission is given by a parent/guardian to leave early that study will 

be done at home.  

• If a situation arises in which a student leaves the school grounds without permission, the 

normal school sanctions will apply.  

• Supervised study rooms will be available to all students where they do not have an exam or 

are unable to go home.  

 

Exam conditions will apply at all times. Students should be prepared for each exam and have all 

their own materials . It is essential that students arrive on time to school for their exams.  A 
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student that arrives late to school may not be permitted to enter the exam centre. Similarly, any 

student(s) causing disruption will be removed from the exam centre and may be required to sit 

the remainder of their exams at home.
